






“There Was No Hope…”
T im’s struggle with alcohol 

brought him about as close as 
anyone can come to living on the 
streets. Born and raised in Corbin, KY, 
he lived in Nashville for 15 years, then 
moved here to Lexington nearly 10 
years ago.

The past decade has been one of 
ups and downs, ins and outs. Living in 
halfway houses. Going through secular 
treatment programs that didn’t provide 
a lasting solution. Then a friend in 
another treatment program came to 
the Mission, and he recommended 
that Tim do the same.

Tim had been at the Mission 
before. “The Mission, the people at 
the Mission, just like Christ, never 
give up on you. Society and the world 
will always label me as an alcoholic, 
but that’s not true anymore. They 
know that everyone struggles with 
something – some of us have problems 
with alcoholism and addiction – but 
we’re all still children of God!”

“They say the Mission changes 
hearts and lives,” Tim says, “but I 
see more than that. More than one 
life is changed! Families are changed. 

Employers are changed. Everything 
has changed because of what is done 
here at the Mission. It’s a domino 
effect.”

While it’s a slow process, Tim is 
reuniting with his family. He’s visited 
with his mother in Corbin and a 
brother and sister here in Lexington. 
He’s still hoping to be reunited with 
his two grown daughters, both of 
whom now have children.

He believes he will eventually be 
reunited with his daughters because 
the God who is guiding and nurturing 
him is a “God of restoration.” “I mess 
up when I take control of things,” 
Tim says with a smile, “So I’ll let that 
happen in His time, not mine.”

In the meantime, Tim continues 
to make progress in the Mission’s Life 
Renewal Program. He’s especially 
excited about a new feature of the 
program that has residents going out 
into the community to help wherever 
they’re needed.

“Instead of just doing something 
that’s been assigned,” he sees himself 
and the other guys developing an 
eagerness to “give back.” “That’s one 
of the two great commandments that 
we practice here: ‘love your God with 
all your heart mind and soul’ and ‘love 
your neighbor as yourself.’”  

“Doing something without 
expecting anything in return.” It’s not 
a path Tim would have followed ten 
years or even ten months ago. But 
today, he talks of the joy of “doing 
things with the right heart.” Since he 
left the program, Tim has become a 
member of his church and found full-
time employment! Through his heart 
and through prayer, God is leading 
Tim and others in our Life Renewal 
Program and restoring broken lives!
